Well sure, if you want to get started in mid-late May that 

approach will work, but it woƴΩǘ ƎƛǾŜ ȅƻǳ ǘƘŜ ŀōǎƻƭǳǘŜ ōŜǎt start for the following reasons.  It is typically desirable to have 

between 45-60 days of plant growth in order to get a plant large enough (12-15 ft long and 8-12 ft wide) to get maximum 

potential pumpkin growth.  Additionally, 90-120 days of fruit growth is generally needed before most weigh-offs in late Sep to 

early Oct to be competitive.  It is also much easier to pollinate these beasts before temperatures reach the high 90s.  A good 

target pollination date in our area to beat the heat is before July 10th. To all of the above criteria, the plant needs to be started 

around the first week of May.  In the Southern Ohio region the ground is generally too cold to germinate seeds outside until 

late May.  Perhaps the most important reason is that a pumpkin plant is a vine that will naturally start running away from its 

first true leaf.  If you plant the seed in the ground at the edge of your garden (so it has plenty of room to grow) it might sprout 

and start heading in the wrong direction.  You can train the vine to go the right way, or you can dig it up and transplant it in 

the right direction.  Neither of these are ideal circumstances to a great start.  Disturbing the roots on a squash or pumpkin can

Prepping the environment 

First and foremost,  
DO NOT USE TOO MUCH WATER,  
the seed will rot instead of germinating. 
 
Use PLAIN potting soil (no fertilizer). 
 
Soil should be DAMP, not wet. Squeeze a hand full as hard as you can, ONE 
drop should be all you can squeeze out, 2 is one too many. No more water 
should be added throughout germination. 
 
Use a small meat thermometer like this to monitor the SOIL temp of the pot -- 
not the air temp (Wal-Mart and Kmart sell one in the outdoor grill section too).  
 
You can build a very inexpensive incubator with a 25 watt light bulb and an ice 
chest. You don't even have to ruin the ice chest ς use the drain hole to run the 
wire through. Some people use a heat mat instead of a light bulb. 
 
Adding a dimmer switch to the heating device allows for fine adjustment.   
 
For a fool proof hands off approach use a thermostat with a temperature 
probe or a digital version inserted into the soil to make sure it doesn't get too 
hot. 
 
No matter the method start this a couple of days early so you can get the 
temperature adjusted to stay in the correct range and warm everything up 
before you start.

Prepping the seed 

1. Only work with one seed at a time so you don't get them mixed up. 
2. Label all pots and containers to keep track of which seed is which ς a Popsicle 

stick works well ς this is important when you are working with several 
different seeds so you can guarantee the genetics of your seeds for next year. 

3. To increase success of germination, it is advisable to file or sand the edge of 
the seeds. This will weaken the seed hull, make it easier for water to 
penetrate, and for the seedling to emerge. DO NOT SAND THE TIP. Remove 
about a 1/16th of an inch. Just until it looks kind of like a sandwich. If you go 
too far you can damage it. 

4. Soak in 3% peroxide for 30 minutes. 
5. Soak in 80-90 degree mixture of 1 tsp seaweed in 8oz (1 cup) de-chlorinated 

water for 6 hours.  
6. Dust seed until coated with a good fungicide ς captan is widely used. 
7. tƭŀƴǘ ǎŜŜŘ оκуέ ōŜƭƻǿ ǎǳǊŦŀŎŜΣ ǘƛǇ Řƻǿƴ ƻǊ laying flat, in plain damp potting 

soil (no fertilizer) in at least a 1 qt container, if it will be more than 3-4 days 
before transplanting you need to use a bigger container accordingly so that 
the seedling doesn't become root bound, as this will slow it down.  Press the 
soil lightly, DON'T pack the soil. 

Seeds should germinate and poke up through the soil in about 30-48 hours.  After 
they sprout, it is not uncommon to have to remove the seed hull.  Be VERY careful the 
sprout is very fragile.  
Keep the plant indoors in a 70-80 degree environment. 
Put a florescent grow light 3-4 inches from the seedlings until transplanted outside.  A

well, because it will sit across the ice chest with the lid removed.  You will probably 
have to elevate the pots with a brick for the first day or two to get the plant within 3 
inches.   
Leave light on until seed leaves had no more yellow (about 24 hours), then supply 18 
hours of light and 6 hours of darkness until transplanted.

Ask at one of our meetings 

or email  

cntryboy764@gmail.com 
tonyvanderpool@roadrunner.com 

jgerchy@columbus.rr.com 
 
 
 

New Seedlings need to be 

protected from sudden 

temperature changes. Take 

them outside for a couple of 

hours for 2 or 3 days prior to 

transplanting to harden them 

off. 

Protecting against the wind is also vital to a successful year. There are 

a lot of violent storms in our area throughout the year. A 50+ MPH 

wind gust can severely damage a Giant Pumpkin plant. Building a 

windbreak using snow drift fence (usually wooden) or orange 

construction plastic mesh fencing goes a long way in slowing down the 

wind and protecting your plants. 

Early spring protection of new 

seedlings against cold will give you 

a head start to a healthy plant.

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How to submit a sample 

Take a sample 6 inches deep about 1-2 inches wide from several spots. Using a shovel to slice off a piece and then 
a smaller shovel to take soil from the entire depth is recommended. Another method that is used is driving a 1 
inch plastic pipe down 6 inches. Then use a wooden dowel or a smaller plastic pipe to push the plug out. Click 
here for more details from the labΩs website.  

Don't use a galvanized item to gather soil, it will skew the test. 

Put all samples in a plastic container and mix well. 

If samples are very wet, they should be air-dried to a workable condition before packaging. 

Put 2-2 1/2 cups in a Ziploc bag.

Soil Testing  

Soil testing is very important in getting the most out of your season.  Without it you will be 

completely blind while trying to figure out why your Giant Pumpkin is not growing like it 

should.  If your soil is out of balance, you won't realize the potential locked away in that 

little seed.  LǘΩǎ ōŜŜƴ ǎŀƛŘ ǘƘŀǘ if you plant a mediocre seed in great soil, you could grow a 

good fruit.  But if you put the best seed in poor soil, you might not get anything.  Here is a 

very good article on why you should get a soil test.
